Announcements/Updates:

Member Krouse-Taylor announced that her staff will be presenting the “In Touch with Teens” curriculum for Pierce High School students.  This curriculum can be presented to any high school in Colusa County; it is a no cost program. The Program requires prearranged appointments with the Casa de Esperanza staff.  Pang Yang is the contact person; currently the staff is booked for the year and the curriculum can be presented in a one time format or up to eight sessions.
Member Hankins shared that MTV will be sending her a video of the Challenge Day session done with Colusa High School students; she will review the tape and give feedback to MTV.

Caroline Roady announced the Sierra Health Foundation Responsive Grant opportunity. There will be two funding rounds, the first is due March 22, 2010 and the second August 9, 2010. Caroline was asked by Member Dennis and Kay Sharpe to write a grant for the first round focusing on physical activity and providing registration costs for Colusa County youth to participate in organized sports offered locally.  This grant will be inclusive of all recreation programs, high school sport programs and local dance programs; the  focus is on children whom have never had the opportunity to participate in such programs. Caroline is collaborating with Terri Rivera and Member Ceccon through the One Stop Partnership as Terri was also planning to write for the same type of grant.  Member Ceccon shared that the Colusa County Behavioral Health Department has a fund set up to provide funding for children for sports programs through the Colusa Community Foundation; this will be part of the grant for sustainability purposes as the Foundation matches dollars donated.  Input regarding this grant focused on being aware of costs of physicals for high school sports, and associated gear for specific sports such as cleats for soccer, uniforms and so on.  Member Dennis suggested a idea to reach parents by attaching a flyer to all the sports forms/flyers sent out to the schools which announces the scholarship opportunity; this will allow parents to contact CAPC and fill out a simple form to participate as CAPC will then directly pay the necessary fees. 
Caroline sent out an email after this meeting asking for approval for CAPC to write for the Responsive Grant opportunity as it was not an agenda item.  CAPC Members Ceccon, Garofalo, Hankins, Krouse-Taylor Steidlmayer responded in favor of writing for the March 22, 2010 funding round.

Caroline will place the August 9, 2010 Sierra Health Foundation Responsive Grant opportunity on the CAPC agenda for the next few months so we can decide where the focus should be for the next round.  

NEW BUSINESS
Current Statement of Finances Hankins/Krouse –Taylor (M/S/C)

Note: The Current Statement of Finances was accepted with the correction to the fund balances of LPC/MDIC/I. Chasnoff funds as Caroline noted they were incorrect and she had spoken to accountant J. McGowan about corrections/updates.

Recruitment for Board Members Krouse-Taylor/Garofolo (M/S/C)

Ed Anderson resigned from his Board position effective February 2010; Member Steidlmayer has submitted her resignation effective May 2010.  The Board voted to have Caroline approach the following individuals for possible membership: Dan Mata, Sarah, Regnani, Reverend John Vafis, a school psychologist (Dave Wright , Sean Jackson,).  This above mentioned list of people would add additional members past the ten spots we had previously.  The Board agreed having a few extra people would be beneficial as often only three or four people are in attendance; with a few more Members we can continue the continuity of ideas and conversation through all meetings.
Family Fair Booth The 8th Annual Family Fair will happen on Saturday, April 10, 2010 from 10am~ 2pm with the theme of “Growin’ Up Healthy”.  CAPC has secured the Kent Family Magic Circus, Matthew Clough and the Cloud Nines, Jump for Joy and Stueve Farms for entertainment.  CAPC will also fund the Farmer’s Market snack booth and provide the roping booth and organic seed pots to go along with First 5 and the FACs to offer seed planting.  CAPC will also offer jump ropes for the healthy activity focus and teething toy rubber ducks for children 0-2 years.  Currently we are under budget by $200 and are awaiting the possibility of a donation from  Hoblit Motors.
Sponsorship for Omega Nu Fundraiser  Hankins/Krouse-Taylor (M/S/C)
The Board approved supporting the Omega Nu Sorority fundraiser which gives 100% of funds raised to youth for educational scholarships.  The Fundraiser will be a golf tournament held on March 19, 2010 at the Colusa Golf and Country Club.  Caroline will be out at the tournament for most of its duration to greet golfers, talk about CAPC when possible and offer a brief handout of who we are and what we fund.  Our foster care sign will also be displayed on the golf hole.  The Board approved this funding under the stipulation of paying a total of $1000.00 with the breakdown being $500 from our Community Prevention dollars and $500 from Foster Care recruitment dollars.  Member Dennis abstained from this vote as she is a member of Omega Nu Sorority.
