Meeting Minutes

Monday, June 13, 2011

CAPC Office, Colusa
Margie Ruegger from Butte County CAPC gave a presentation on the history of CAPCs.  Margie gave great statistics of abuse statewide as well as for Colusa County.  Colusa County had the lowest numbers of abuse in 2009/2010 with 234 allegations and 47 substantiated, of which neglect cases were the highest reported with 42%. Projects/Ideas for remaining CBCAP Funds Hankins/Kesterson (M/S/C)  
The Council approved to give $1000.00 remaining funds to fund a project/program that Mark McGreggor of DHHS/Behavioral Health has planned.  Director Roady spoke to Mark and paid for the Computer for Kids Program that will fund computers for 6 Colusa County youth. Mark noted that one of the focus areas of Behavioral Health participating in Computers for Kids is the fact that at-risk youth with access to computer skills and resources are 50% more likely to graduate high school and go to college. 

CAPIT Funds 2011/2012   Tabled to August 2011 meeting pending information from OCAP (Office of Child Abuse Prevention).
Director Roady reminded the Council of OCAP’s request for Colusa CAPC to do a Capacity Survey with all County service providers as well as neighboring counties.  Director Roady reported she sent the Colusa County Capacity Survey to over 150 service providers and received 7 completed surveys.   Service providers in Butte, Glenn and Yuba/Sutter as were included and the survey was sent out 4 separate times from April 1 to May 15, 2011. Director Roady sent the completed surveys and results on 5/27/11 to Patty Harper at OCAP after a phone conversation with Patty.   Director Roady additionally sent a report to Miss Harper on the programs and services spent out of CAPIT and CBCAP dollars as requested via email.  Director Roady had not received any information from OCAP or Patty regarding a decision on whether or not Colusa County will do an RFP process for the CAPIT funds for 2011/2012.
Director Roady shared with the Council options in preparation of a final decision from OCAP.  Director Roady discussed with the Council the previous year’s agreement with DHHS regarding OCAP; from the $60 ,000 CAPIT grant CAPC was awarded $35,000 and DHHS received $25,000 to fund the Welcome Home Program upon notification from Member Dennis. 
Director Roady suggested the following possibilities for the 2011/2012 CAPIT funding:

A) No RFP process happens and CAPC receives $38,000.00, which is the salary Director Roady was hired with, to continue on all of the current endeavors of CAPC while planning with the Council on goals and objectives to focus on for the next 3 years.
B) An RFP process happens and CAPC applies for the entire CAPIT funding; CAPC Director receives $38, 000 and $22, 000 goes into existing parenting or foster care services programs with collaboration of partner agencies for utilizing and expanding existing services.

C) An RFP process happens and CAPC applies for the entire CAPIT funding; CAPC receives $38,000 and manages a Child Assault/Bullying program of services from bids from collaborative partners. The focus on this training shall be middle school children as we have learned from bulling expert Jay Banks as well as our County reports much of the bullying is happening in our middle schools.  
As these are proposed ideas, and were only introduced and discussed during this meeting, all determinations will be decided once CAPC hears from OCAP.

Discussion included the fact that OCAP is focusing on services that work with foster youth, parenting, strengthening families and assets as well as direct services for child abuse prevention. In light of these services, the Council discussed the above ideas as possible realities.
OLD BUSINESS 
Community Grants: Director Roady shared that the pending grant to CCOE Prevention Services was agreed upon and paid for $1000.00 toward translation services of the 40 Developmental Assets. Therefore, to recap CAPC awarded grants to Art to Grow By, Luis Moreno/translator, Colusa County Probation, Colusa County Literacy Council, the Martin Family and the FACS of Colusa County.
CLOSED SESSION
The Council agreed there was not a need for a Closed Session as the above conversation regarding CAPIT funds generated ideas, program direction and discussion that will all be formalized upon decision of the CAPIT funding.
